= Oregon high school students face test
of knowledge on sciences in hopes of
promoting science education statewide

Veronica Goldsmith gave that advice to
Kirben Smoody, a teammate.

Their school team prepared for the quarterfinal
match-up against Hidden Valley High School in
the 2008 Salmon Bowl, hosted by OSU'’s College
of Oceanic and Atmospheric Sciences.
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The annual event, held on Saturday, fea-
tured 16 teams of Oregon high school stu-
dents that were tested on their knowledge of
marine sciences.

“The event is put on to promote marine
education, team building and to get teams
from Oregon together around a subject the
all appreciate,” said Abby Nickels, a College
of Oceanic and Atmospheric Studies gradu-
ate student and event coordinator.

“We have a big group this year,”
said.
